P Roberts stated he would be determining the “housing need” in the parish and explained the finer points of the survey in relation to expected housing developments in the parish.  A Grendon housing survey needs survey form was circulated.

· The Clerk reported that Paul Francis of Amey had requested additional information regarding location and the size of the bus shelter required.

· The Clerk also confirmed that Erica Levy of North Warwickshire Borough Council had stated planning permission would not be required for a bus shelter.

· The Clerk also reported that Nigel Whyte of Warwickshire County Council had stated that no public transport minor works capital budget was available for 2012 / 2013.  
However, the provision of a bus shelter near “The Boot” public house has been included on the list of potential minor improvements to on-street bus infra-structure for consideration should any capital funding be available in the future.
