Prior to the start of the meeting County Councillor R Sweet, Borough Councillor J Moore and Parish Councillors reviewed and discussed with sixteen parishioners the need for community facilities in Grendon.  County Councillor R Sweet predicted that it would be eighteen months before a planning application would be submitted with regard to the Sparrowdale site.  Options regarding Section 106 funding for the parish were also considered.

D Cox asked Borough Councillor John Moore if there was any action that could be taken regarding a playing field for the parish.  J Moore replied that Section 106 rules and procedures are at present far from clear.  Also confirmed 25th November 2011 is the closing date with regard to the facilities on Boot Hill.

R Sweet stated the time to take action regarding Section 106 is when the planning application is submitted for the Sparrowdale site.

D Cox gave an update regarding the Parish Plan including the distribution and collection of questionnaires in the parish.

R Sweet also agreed to take up the problem of flooding on Spon Lane with Geoff Timms at Severn Trent Water.  Also advised residents to write to North Warwickshire Borough Council, Warwickshire County Council and Severn Trent Water.

Several members of the public commented that a community building should be for all parishioners and not one group.

The Chairman, D Cox, thanked everyone for attending and comments made were noted.
