a) Proposed Wind Turbine

The Clerk reported the current planning application for a wind turbine will go to Committee for a decision. 

b) Youth Club Building – Boot Hill

Councillor Bates suggested contact should be made with County Councillor R Sweet requesting that he notifies Grendon Parish Council of any local issues that have an impact on the Parish.

c) A5  Bus Stop

The Clerk reported that Keith Myatt of Arriva had stated he would arrange for a bus stop to be installed outside 177 Watling Street, Grendon.

A5 – Grass Cutting 
The Clerk reported that Elaine Goddard of Amey (Highway Agency contractors) had confirmed the following:

· Due to current economic climate only grass cutting to improve visibility, access to safety fencing or street furniture would be undertaken.

· Should the Parish Council wish to undertake grass cutting then operatives must be suitably trained and competent and provide risk assessments and method statements.

· Confirmed that no payments or contributions will be made towards the cost of grass cutting

It was also agreed that the Clerk should request confirmation from Councillor L Sutton that the contractor he had recommended had the appropriate Liability Insurance.  The Chairman, D Cox, gave details of a quotation for grass cutting on the A5 from Matthew J White.
