e) Bus Shelter s- Grendon
The condition of bus shelters on the A5 were reported as follows:

· Wooden bus shelter, adjacent shop.  Shelter in need of staining.

· Metal bus shelter, outside 175 Watling Street.  Totally unacceptable and falling apart.  Enquire with North Warwickshire Borough Council regarding report on condition which was promised some time ago.  The Clerk to check whether this bus shelter is to be replaced by Optima.

· Wooden bus shelter, Atherstone end.  All plants growing over the shelter need removing plus moss from roof to allow inspection.
Councillors agreed that the bus shelters need to be made good prior to any adoption by the Parish Council.

f) Flooding – Spon Lane 
The Clerk has brought problem of flooding to the attention of Mike O’Brien, MP, as Geoff Timms of Severn Trent Water has failed to respond to emails and telephone calls.
