a) Flooding in the Parish 

The Clerk gave details of an email received from Sandra Trickett confirming that Dan Byles M.P had attended a meeting with a Director of the Environment Agency in London at the end of January 2013.  
A further meeting had been arranged for the 8th February 2013 but had been postponed due to the birth of Dan Byles’ second daughter. 
The meeting with a local Director of the Environment Agency, Mr Morley, is to be re-arranged.  
The Clerk confirmed he had forwarded a copy of V Carbutt’s record of flooding in Grendon to Dan Byles.

Email from Robert Beggs of N.W.B.C stating that Councillor R. Sweet had distributed some flood sacs to properties on Spon Lane.
